School Council News  

Last term our school underwent a school 

review that occurs every 4 years. Our 

independent reviewer, Dr Len Cairns from the 

Monash University Education faculty, visited 

our School Council meeting t o deliver his 

review report on our schoolõs progress over 

2005 -2008 in relation to the schoolõs goals set 

for that period. The goals are set under the 

following headings:  

1. Student Learning 

2. Student Pathways and Transitions  

3. Student Engagement and Wellbeing  

1. We were pleased to hear of the 

improvement in our schoolõs academic 

progress, however, with some uneven 

performance in some year levels over that 

time, we need to stay focussed on the core 

areas of literacy and numeracy over the next 

4 year period.  

2. The second area showed that some aspects 

had improved and some will continue to be an 

area of additional work. Our welfare and 

discipline policy will be renewed over this next 

review period.  

3. The report acknowledged the sound 

practices we have in place for our kinder -prep 

and Yr6 -7 transition programs, with our next 

goal being to look at transition across the 

whole school eg. From yr 2 to yr 3.  

As part of the review, we have set goals and 

target s that we will all work towards achieving 

over the next 4 year p eriod.

Important Asthma Information   

It is important to find a 

doctor who has a special 

interest in asthma. This doctor 

will ideally:  

¶ Be able to spend time with yo u explaining 

your childõs asthma and how it is best 

managed 

¶ Show you and your child how to administer 

medication via a device, which is 

appropriate for the age and ability  of your 

child.  

¶ Assess how well you and your child are able 

to use the chosen deliver y devices. 

¶ Give you a written asthma action plan 

outlining the management of your childõs 

asthma at home. This plan will tell you:  

ü Medications to be taken each day ( if 

required) to keep  asthma under control; as 

well as medications that may be taken prior 

to physical activity if your child gets 

exercise induced asthma  

ü How to recognise signs of worsening 

asthma 

ü What to do if their asthma gets worse  

ü What to do if asthma continues to 

deteriorate, or if your child has a severe 

asthma attack.  

ü How to get help qui ckly.  

Be sure to establish a good relationship with 

your doctor and ensure your child has regular 

checkups, even if they appear to be in control 

of their asthma.
